Employment Education Centre (EEC), a
project of Vidya Sagar, functions inside the
Thakkar Bapa Vidyalaya campus in T.Nagar.

This project focuses on vocational skills
training, formation of independent units, social
skills, independent livig, onthe-job training,
open placement, follow up servicesand
solving of any issues related to adults. At
present 41 adults are in the unit. Out of this 19
of the adults are in the independent units and
22 of the adults are in the training site.

Adults in the independent unit earn, on an
average, Rs. 800per month.This unit is run
by adults with different kinds of disabilities

like Cerebral Palsy (CP), Mental Retardation

(MR), CP with MR, Autism and Learning
Difficulties.
